[bookmark: _GoBack]Hi there!  I am being raised as a COPE Service Dog.  I was born on June 30th, 2016 in a litter of ten.  My Mom is a COPE Service Dog and my Dad is a Lion’s Foundation Dog.  I was born second in my litter and was given an orange collar to identify me until I am named.
Over the next two years I will be trained as a service dog for people living with mobility issues.  I will learn up to 90 commands and will be able to help my partner by opening and closing doors, turning lights on and off and retrieving items to name just a few commands.  
I started school in COPE Service Dogs’ Canines in the Classroom (CIC) program when I was ten weeks old.  I am trained by professional trainers and also by students that have been bullied, suicidal or have mental or physical challenges.  The students will learn leadership skills and earn high school credits while training me.  
During my two years of training in the CIC I will go to elementary schools with my student partner and will take part in a Reading Buddy program.  Not only will the elementary student be able to play and cuddle with me, they will also read to me from their favorite books.  I don’t care if they get it right or make mistakes, I just want them to feel confident about reading.  
My student trainer will also take me to visit retirement and long care facilities where I will meet and interact with seniors.  There is no age barrier when it comes to cuddles and belly rubs.
When I graduate, two years from now, not only will I change the life of someone living with mobility issues, I will be their best friend.  My new partner will have comfort, confidence and a new found freedom.
Some Special Facts About Me:
I will have a positive impact on over 40 lives before I am paired with my forever partner
I will learn up to 90 commands while I am in training
It will cost over $30,000 to train me over the two year period
Service Dog Etiquette:
Never touch or reach out to a dog wearing a cape.  Always ask if you can pet the dog.  The handler will help you make a friend with the dog before touching.
Never give a service dog a command or direction.
